Shenzhen Overview

Shenzhen, located in the southern part of Guangdong Province adjacent to Hong Kong, is one of China's four major first-tier cities. It is also a national special economic zone, a central economic hub, and an international city. Since being approved as a special economic zone in 1980, Shenzhen has risen at an astonishing pace, transforming from a small border town into a globally recognized modern metropolis, earning the titles of "China's Silicon Valley" and "City of Innovation." The culture of Shenzhen is marked by a distinct openness and inclusiveness. It boasts a rich traditional cultural heritage while integrating cultural elements from around the world. The spirit of Shenzhen's people, characterized by their willingness to innovate and the courage to try new things, has become a unique cultural symbol of the city.

Shenzhen Meteorological Bureau Overview

The Shenzhen Meteorological Bureau is a public institution directly under the Shenzhen Municipal People's Government, and also operates as the Shenzhen Meteorological Station. Its main responsibilities include implementing national laws, regulations, and policies related to meteorological work, drafting relevant regulations, formulating development strategies for the meteorological sector, disaster preparedness plans, and related policies, and organizing their implementation. The Shenzhen Meteorological Bureau is also responsible for managing the meteorological industry, legally protecting the meteorological observation environment, managing foreign-related meteorological activities within its administrative area, guiding and supervising various meteorological activities, managing disaster preparedness work, organizing risk assessments for meteorological disasters, defining disaster causes, participating in climate change response efforts, managing public meteorological forecasts and services, and promoting meteorological and astronomical knowledge. As the "World Drone Capital," Shenzhen actively explores the low-altitude economy, focusing on technological innovation, industrial integration, and scenario-based applications to drive high-quality development in its low-altitude economy. The Shenzhen Meteorological Bureau establishes baseline for low-altitude meteorology, providing precise wind speed forecasts to the second and precipitation forecasts to the minute, ensuring the safety and efficiency of low-altitude flights.

Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area Meteorological Monitoring, Early Warning Center Overview

The Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area Meteorological Monitoring, Early Warning Center (Shenzhen Meteorological Innovation Research Institute) (hereinafter referred to as the "Early Warning Center") was established on December 12, 2019. It is a new type of research and development institution dedicated to the independent development of key core meteorological technologies and is the first new type of public institution in the meteorological field to be established using state-owned assets. It was set up to promote the high-quality integrated development of China's meteorology, focusing on the strategic positioning of meteorological development in the Greater Bay Area. This center is a joint meteorological technology innovation hub and a research achievement industrialization base aimed at supporting disaster respond and reduction in the cities of the Greater Bay Area through scientific and technological means. It aims to establish itself as a source of original innovation in numerical forecasting assimilation technology, providing high-quality initial conditions for numerical forecasting in Guangdong and high-level technical support for urban meteorological services.
