Introduction to Yangjiang City

Yangjiang is a prefecture-level city in Guangdong Province, located on the southwestern coast of Guangdong. It serves as an important strategic fulcrum city in the coastal economic belt between the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macau Greater Bay Area and the Beibu Gulf urban agglomeration, and is a famous coastal tourist city. The city is integrated into the "two-hour living circle" of the Greater Bay Area through a comprehensive transportation network, including high-speed rail, highways, and ports. It has two urban districts, one county-level city, and one county, with a permanent population of 2.62 million. The city focuses on developing three major pillar industries worth over 100 billion Yuan: alloy materials, equipment manufacturing, and green energy, while also expanding six advantageous industries worth over 10 billion Yuan each, including new building materials, hardware tools, biomedicine, smart home appliances, food processing, and light industry textiles.

Yangjiang has a subtropical monsoon climate with abundant rainfall, and experiences many typhoons and heavy rains in summer and autumn. It is recognized as an excellent tourist city in China, known as the "Hometown of Hot Springs", a national sanitary city, and a national forest city, and was selected as one of the "2022 Most Content Cities in China". Being part of Lingnan culture, Yangjiang processes a rich cultural heritage  and showcases various cultural influences such as "Gao Liang Culture", "Maritime Silk Road Culture", and "Mo Yang Culture". While also being influenced by "Guangfu Culture." It boasts cultural resources like ancient villages, intangible cultural heritage, ancient ports, and the "Nanhai No. 1" museum.

Introduction to the Yangjiang Meteorological Bureau

The Yangjiang Meteorological Bureau originated from the Yangjiang County Meteorological Bureau (Station) and was upgraded to the Yangjiang Meteorological Bureau in February 1989, becoming a public institution at division-head level. Under the leadership of the Guangdong Provincial Meteorological Bureau and the Yangjiang Municipal People's Government, it assumes the government administrative management functions for meteorological work within its jurisdiction. Currently, it consists of six public institutions: the Yangjiang Meteorological Station, the Yangjiang Meteorological Comprehensive Support Center, the Yangjiang Ecological and Agricultural Meteorology Center, the Yangjiang Meteorological Station, the Yangjiang Thunderstorm Disaster Management Center, and the Yangjiang Meteorological Support Technology Research Center. The bureau is mainly responsible for weather forecasting and warning services, monitoring and researching coastal hazardous weather, integrating "meteorology+" services, building multi-source intelligent collaborative observation systems, and conducting ecological agricultural meteorology research. The bureau currently has 97 employees, with 89% holding a bachelor's degree or higher, and has trained one senior engineer and 13 individuals with associate senior titles.

Introduction to the Yangjiang Meteorological Support Technology Research Center

To enhance the meteorological support capabilities for the near-shore marine economic zone, the Yangjiang Municipal People's Government approved the establishment of the Yangjiang Meteorological Support Technology Research Center on December 2, 2022, which is directly led and managed by the Yangjiang Meteorological Bureau. The center further builds a meteorological science and technology innovation platform composed of the Zhang Xiaoye Academician Workstation, the "1+N" branch of the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao Greater Bay Area Academy of Meteorological Research, and the Key Laboratory of Meteorological Support for offshore Economy and Industry in Yangjiang City, facilitating the development of the wind power industry in Yangjiang and the construction of a strong marine city, while better ensuring social safety and empowering the development of various industries.

The research center focuses on organically combining the results of micro-scale numerical forecasting research at sea with services for offshore wind power. It collaborates with the Yangjiang Offshore Wind Power Laboratory and offshore wind power companies to create a comprehensive observation research station for the marine environment, promoting the construction of a meteorological disaster prevention system for the offshore wind power industry and conducting key technology research. Since its establishment, it has built a radar monitoring and warning system for Yangjiang City and developed intelligent platforms for targeted meteorological services for offshore wind power. It has published five papers in SCI and core journals, trained one engineer, and one key member has been recognized as a "Yangjiang Craftsman" and "Most Beautiful Science and Technology Worker in Yangjiang."

The research center has independently developed a series of key technologies for dual-polarization radar data processing and comprehensive application, with some products being promoted and applied nationwide. It has won the second prize in the first National Meteorological Radar Product Application Competition, the second prize of the China Meteorological Service Association's Science and Technology Innovation Award, and the first prize for meteorological science and technology advancement in Guangdong Province.
