Zhuhai City Introduction

Zhuhai is a prefecture-level city under the jurisdiction of Guangdong Province, located in the southern part of Guangdong, on the west bank of the Pearl River Estuary, bordering the South China Sea. It is just 36 nautical miles by water from Hong Kong to the east and shares a land connection with Macau to the south. With the opening of the Hong Kong-Zhuhai-Macau Bridge, it has become the only city on the mainland with a land connection to both Hong Kong and Macau. The city is divided into three administrative districts: Xiangzhou, Doumen, and Jinwan, with a permanent population of 2.4941 million.

Zhuhai has a marine climate that transitions between a subtropical and tropical climate, with distinct winter and summer monsoon seasons. The temperature is relatively high year-round, with occasional cold snaps, and there is little variation in temperature throughout the year or day. Zhuhai is the only city in the country selected as one of the "Top 40 Tourist Destinations in China" based on its overall urban landscape. It is the city with the largest marine area, the most islands, and the longest coastline in the Pearl River Delta, earning it nicknames like "City of a Hundred Islands", "City of Happiness", and "City of Romance."

Zhuhai is one of the first special economic zones in the country and serves as a frontline for China's reform and opening-up. It is a key node city in the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macau Greater Bay Area, focusing on the overall picture of "One Country, Two Systems," the broader development of Guangdong, and the development of special economic zones in the new era. The city aims to build a modern urban environment rich in Chinese culture, Lingnan charm, and Zhuhai flavor, showcasing the superiority and vitality of Chinese-style modernization to the world as a "Window of Special Zones."

Zhuhai Meteorological Bureau (Station) Introduction

The Zhuhai Meteorological Bureau (Station) originated from the Zhuhai County Meteorological Service Station established in May 1961. In January 1989, it was renamed the Zhuhai Meteorological Bureau (Station) and has retained that name ever since.

The Zhuhai Meteorological Bureau (Station) is a public institution managed by the Zhuhai municipal government and operates under 
Civil Servant Law of the People's Republic of China
. It is at the departmental level and has five internal divisions, overseeing four public service units. The internal divisions include: the Office, Weather Forecasting Section, Emergency Disaster Reduction Section (Zhuhai Lightning Disaster Reduction Management Office), Climate Change Section, and Monitoring Network Section. The public service units consist of: Zhuhai National Climate Observatory, Zhuhai Public Meteorological Service Center (Zhuhai Emergency Warning Information Release Center, Zhuhai Lightning Research Institute), Zhuhai-Macau Meteorological Innovation and Application Research Center, and Doumen District Meteorological Bureau (managed on behalf of the Guangdong Provincial Meteorological Bureau). As of 2024, the Zhuhai meteorological department has a total of 7 Ph.D. holders (including postdoctoral researchers) and 47 master's degree holders, among which there are 32 with senior professional titles (including one chief engineer) and 66 with intermediate professional titles.

Zhuhai-Macau Meteorological Innovation and Application Research Center Introduction

The Zhuhai-Macau Meteorological Innovation and Application Research Center (hereinafter referred to as the Research Center) was established in March 2022. It is a registered public institution with no fixed staffing or grading, and is overseen by the Zhuhai Meteorological Bureau. The establishment of the Research Center has received significant attention and strong support from the Guangdong Provincial Meteorological Bureau and the Zhuhai Municipal Party Committee and Government, as well as deep cooperation from the Macau Geophysical and Meteorological Bureau.

The Research Center operates under a system where the Director is responsible under the leadership of a council, employing a market-oriented and enterprise-style management system. The Research Center is focused on the development direction of artificial intelligence in meteorological services, led by a chief engineer at the senior research level. It leverages the advantages of a talent team in "Meteorology + Information Technology" to conduct core technology research and development in meteorology, as well as providing full-stack services that integrate design and development, system integration, and operation and maintenance management.

In December 2023, the Research Center was included as a constituent unit of the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macau Greater Bay Area Meteorological Research Institute, working together with the "1+N" technology collaborative innovation platform to create a favorable environment for joint research, technology co-development, shared outcomes, and talent interaction, significantly enhancing the disaster prevention and mitigation capabilities and intelligent meteorological service levels in both Zhuhai and Macau, and providing high-quality services for the construction of the Zhuhai-Macau pole in the Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macau Greater Bay Area.
